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Pensacola, Fla- Three suspects are in custody at the Escambia County Jail following several 
convenience store robberies. At approximately 3:30 am on Monday, March 1st, three males 
entered the Tom Thumb convenience store at 7331 North Highway 29, indicating that they had 
a gun and demanding all the money in the register. The suspects fled traveling north in direction 
in a white Nissan truck.  
 

As officers responded to the incident, dispatch advised that a caller was reporting three 
individuals burglarizing another business, Bindu Food Mart on Muscogee Rd.
